Section 1 Shakespeare's Plays

Shakespeare wrote 38 plays and 154 
sonnets. Shakespeare’s plays generally 
fall into three categories: comedies, 
tragedies and histories. Shakespeare’s 
plays had the royal seal of approval. 
Both Queen Elizabeth I of England and 
James VI of Scotland would often hire 
Shakespeare’s company to come and 
perform at the Royal Court. In the 
Shakespearian era all roles were 
performed by men and young boys, 
women were not allowed to perform.
