(Big ideas and key concepts)

	Introduction to human behaviour - Social influence is the process by which an individual's attitudes, beliefs or behaviour are modified by the presence or action of others. Four areas of social influence are conformity, compliance and obedience, and minority influence
	Memory refers to the processes that are used to acquire, store, retain, and later retrieve information.
There are three major processes involved in memory: encoding, storage, and retrieval.
	Attachment is a deep and enduring emotional bond between two people in which each seeks closeness and feels more secure when in the presence of the attachment figure.
Attachment theory explains how the parent-child relationship emerges and influences subsequent development
	Psychopathology, also called abnormal psychology, the study of mental disorders and unusual or maladaptive behaviours.
