	Overall Intent
(Big ideas and key concepts)

	
The Personal Investigation allows students to demonstrate their understanding of content learned throughout Key Stage 3, and enables them to develop this procedural knowledge further through independent study throughout Key Stage 4. Students will be given a title to a theme, which they will develop over the course of the year, exploring a wide range of media, techniques and processes, and linking their ideas and eventual outcome to contextual sources – artistic, cultural etc. Students will be given the opportunity to explore processes such as Painting and Drawing, Photography, Printmaking, Digital Media, Three Dimensional design etc. and will ultimately utilise one or some of these in reaching a conclusion to their Investigation. In the Spring term, students are presented with the Externally Set Assignment, which comprises 40% of overall marks. The process for this follows the same methods as the Personal Investigation, with students responding to an unseen theme title, recording ideas, observations and insights, exploring materials and processes, refining ideas and presenting a response over a period of sustained focus (10 hours)

All knowledge learnt each half term builds upon the progress and depth in the portfolio. Students work on an extended NEA task in summer 2 of Yr10 through to the end of the Autumn term in Yr11. Yr10 is primarily spent building up students’ knowledge of skills, techniques and processes, as well as recording ideas and interpreting and responding to relevant sources. As the course develops students become more confident and refine these skills in a mature and independent manner allowing them to reach the higher grade boundaries of the specification. Students can develop work that has a personal meaning or message. All NEA work builds upon the exam in Yr11, where students needs to show their ability to achieve the four objectives for a given theme set by the exam board. The final piece is produced under exam conditions in the classroom.
