In brief:

Veterinary medicine degrees enable students to acquire the professional skils and experience
to qualify as veterinary surgeons. Rigorous scientific training is combined with practical

‘experience. Very popular and demanding, students need to be committed individuals to apply
for Veterinary courses.

Work experience is essential and between 2 and 8 weeks spiit between small and large animal
practices and husbandry will be useful. Consider spending a day at an Abattoir too.

Appiicants need to limit their choices to four universities and applications need to be submitied
by 15th October.

Foundation Gateway courses are also available at certain universities. See specific
university websites for further information.

Day to day tasks

As an osteopath you could:

« ask clients about their health and medical history
« look at their posture and how they walk, paying attention to their muscles, bones and joints
« use X-ays to help with your diagnosis and plan a course of treatment

« use gentle techniques like stretching, movement and massage

« give clients advice on exercises to do at home, lifestyle and diet

University

To become an osteopath, you'll need to complete a degree or postgraduate master's degree approved by the General Osteopathic
Council.

Courses usually take 4 years full time, or you might be able to study part ime over 5 years.

Entry requirements

You'll usually need:

 5GCSEs at grades 9 to 4 (A" to C), or equivalent, including English, maths and science
« 20r3 Alevels, or equivalent, including a science, for a degree
« adegree in a relevant subject for postgraduate study
